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PUBLIC SERVANTS STRIKE 
The Executive of the General Synod of the Uniting Reformed Church in Southern Africa, wants to re-affirm our position and acknowledge, that all citizens of South Africa should be able to live a decent and dignified life. Underpinning this life are the rights and privileges to work and the right to earn a decent and living wage. To this end the Uniting Reformed Church in Southern Africa, supports the public servants who are on strike at the moment, to achieve that end. May their efforts be rewarded soon. 

We pray for and call on Minister Fraser –Moleketi (Minister of Public Service and Adminstration), that she be guided in her decision by an abiding sense of justice, that the people of South Africa worked diligently for and died for, and that they deserve. 

While we support the public servants in their noble cause, we cannot condone, the bad behaviour of some of the public servants, where learners are disrupted while writing their mid- year examinations and hospital staff, who want to continue to work to attend to the sick, prevented from doing so and sometimes in a violent manner. 

However legitimate a cause may be, it gives no one the right to break the laws of the land, violate human rights and disregard human dignity and human need. We call upon the Public servants to act in a way which will ensure them the necessary continued support and sympathy for their cause and not shooting their own cause in the foot. We therefore, call upon the public servants to act responsibly. 

We call on the Minister to act speedily in this case, in the interest of the country and not in the interest of political expediency or party interest .. In doing so, the minister will not only serve the legitimate quest of the public servants and the nation, but bring to an end the hardships that are especially experienced in hospitals and the uncertainty in our schools. 

We hope and pray that this dispute will soon be settled to the satisfaction of all involved, including the nation.
