Ministry Update 

In the last 2 weeks, God blessed us by showing us where He was working, and how we could just join Him as He was working ( Joh 5:19-20), by handing out Bibles and spreading His Word,  to portworkers who just couldn’t afford it, and to listen to a testimony of a man, through who God is doing miracles. I joyfully share this with you. 
Firstly, Ronny and I visited a certain part of the Durban container terminal at Durban port, when Gert, one of the machinery operators, pulled me to one side, as we were handing out, Faith for Daily Living-booklets. Gert first asked me whether we were Jehovah’s Witnesses. I firmly assured him that we where not.  Then he took me to the staff lockerroom and there took out an Afrikaans Bible as well as a Study of the Holy Spirit, called “ Experience the Holy Spirit”.  He shared with me, how he was hungry for God’s Word and God’s work and Presence in his life.  Then he ended off by sharing how he was suffering from diabetes, and how the docters had told him that it was so serious, he was supposed to be in a coma. Yet, there Gert was and he is fit to work and was working.  WHAT A TESTIMONY  OF THE LIVING GOD WE SERVE !!! Gert was very encouraged to see us. I had the privilege and Blessing of praying for him.  Please keep Gert in your prayers as he continues to seek God !!! It is at work where he does encounter opposition because of him being a reborn Christian. Regrettably, I have no picture of him.
Secondly, Ronny and I visited New Pier, in the vicinity of the Naval Base.  There, we found 11 of the portworkers who, when hearing that we spread Christian literature and minister to portstaff and workers, expressed their desperate need for Bibles. So we could cheerfully hand them approximately 5 Zulu Bibles and 5 GoodNews Bibles.  They were so greatful and full of joy, because most of these workers cannot afford new Bibles.  We took down their names and Ronny and I believe, it might be an opportunity that we’ve been praying for, to start a little prayergroup. 

After we’ve given them the Bibles, they also asked us to please pray for them, so I prayed for them at that moment. What an honor !!!  It is not everyday that one comes across people with a hunger for Jesus !  The last time I’ve experience this, was during an outreach in Swaziland in 2009.
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These are the workers in a area of the port of Durban whom we could serve with Bibles. They are: Nomusa, Vuyiswa, Dennise, Bongiwe, Mpume, Buhle, Thembekile, Londiwe, Devan ( one of the young men, but not in picture), Khonah, Phumla and Ntobe. Please pray for these workers and specifically, that God would start moving in their lives and touch them in a special way, each day, and that He would speak to them through the Bible, which they have received.

We want to rejoice and give God ALL the Glory for these opportunities and we pray that God would open up more doors for His Name to be proclaimed and adored in the port of Durban.
