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 World-renowned church leader and theologian Prof Wolfgang Huber will deliver the third bi-annual D.W. (Dawid) de Villiers Memorial Lectures on Friday 6 August at the Faculty of Theology, Stellenbosch University. Prof. de Villiers was a professor at and also dean of this faculty. 

The titles of the lectures are "Religion and Violence in a Globalised World" (09:30 to 10:30) and "Overcoming Violence: A basic Task of Christian Churches" (11:00 to 12:00). 

Prof Huber recently retired as bishop of the Evangelical Church in Berlin-Brandenburg and chairperson of the Council of the Evangelical Church in Germany. He specializes in ethical issues and has produced influential work on themes like peace and violence, social and economic justice and questions about ecological - and bio-ethics. During recent years as bishop he has become well-known as public figure and speaker. 

He is still affiliated to the Humboldt University in Berlin and the Heidelberg University as professor, and since the beginning of this year he is a research fellow of the Stellenbosch Institute for Advanced Study. He has long-standing links with the South African society and churches.
