Angel Promotions & Staffing Solutions in Sandton, Johannesburg are openly recruiting women on Facebook to provide all manner of sexual services to the male participants of a golf day. This must be the most blatant example of sexual exploitation of women that borders on sex trafficking.  

A taxi driver talks openly to the media about the "Bright Red Tour," which he expects to be a hit among soccer fans. For the equivalent of 500 dollars, he will shuttle customers from strip bar to strip bar all night and even bring them over to 'safe-sex' practicing prostitutes.

The reason criminal syndicates, pimps, brothel owners and traffickers are so brazen about their illegal activities is because the South African Police Department (SAPD) is turning a blind eye to it.

Significantly however, the constitution does not provide law enforcement officials the option to determine which laws on our statute books are more worthy of enforcement than others.

Elected political leaders and law enforcement officials have a sworn duty to uphold the country’s constitution and are therefore obligated to enforce all of the laws on the nation’s statute books.

The only thing encouraging their tardiness is the South African public’s apathy. You and I must hold our elected leaders accountable to fulfill their constitutional obligations to enforce the law.

The City of Cape Town’s Vice Squad on Prostitution has shut down numerous illegal brothels and exposed many examples of sex trafficking on the Cape Peninsula just because they do their jobs!

Thousands of vulnerable women and children in South Africa are at great risk from crime syndicates and human traffickers already operating in the country in preparation for the World Cup Finals.
If the SAPD continue turning a blind eye to the human catastrophe unfolding in our country the consequence for women and children will be devastating. But you can do something about this.

Please immediately write to the Minister of Police, the National Commissioner of Police and include the Premier and MEC for Safety and Security in your respective province in your letter. 

You must demand they establish a Special Police Unit to monitor and investigate prostitution and sex trafficking in your province. Prostitution is the pull factor for human traffickers in South Africa.
